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EU’s impact on Local Government

It is no secret that the European Institutions’
actions have a decisive impact on local and
regional authorities’ matters, whether it be
legislation or jurisprudence handed down by
the European Court of Justice. And this holds
particularly true in areas such as public
services and public procurement, urban
transport, environment and even inter-
municipal agreements. According to a report
issued by our Finnish association (AFLRA), the
EU has an effect on over a half of the
functions and decisions of municipalities.

and its impact on local government

This report shows that the EU has a
considerable impact on Finnish local
government functions. 60% of the 535
municipal statutory functions surveyed were
impacted by the EU. The least impacted were
the functions within the mandate of the
Ministry of Transport and Communications:
an impact was identified for 36% of the
functions. The highest EU impact, 81%, was
identified for the functions within the
mandate of the Ministry of Employment and
the Economy. An analysis of local council
agendas indicated that the EU impacts on
slightly over 50% of the matters decided on by
Finnish municipalities. Similar results were
obtained when examining the city of Helsinki

decision-making bodies: the EU impacts on
47% of the city's decisions.

Established in 2005, the Sustainable
Transport Award has been given annually to a
city that has implemented innovative
sustainable transportation projects in the
preceding year. These strategies improve
mobility for all residents, reduce
transportation greenhouse and air pollution
emissions, and improve safety and access for
cyclists and pedestrians.

The Sustainable Transport Award Committee
gave its tenth annual award to Belo Horizonte,
Rio de Janeiro, and Sdo Paulo, the first ever
award to result in a three-way tie, giving
credit to the scale and substance of Brazil’s
achievements in increasing mobility and
enhancing quality of life in its major cities.
Belo Horizonte was recognised for its
implementation of a bus rapid transit (BRT)
system - the first project of its comprehensive
mobility plan. The 23-km system operates
over two corridors. Rio de Janeiro was
awarded for its heavy investment in public
transport and for opening a BRT, the second
of four planned ahead of the 2016 Olympics.
Finally, Sdo Paulo impressed judges for its
cycling network expansion. The city is looking
to build 400 km of cycle lanes in 2015, part
of an overall 500-km network.

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Review on the Working Time Directive
(Directive 2003/88/EC)

The organisation and regulation of working
time in the public and private sector has
considerable social, economic and political
impact. At EU level, Directive 2003/88/EC (the
Working Time Directive)1 aims at providing
minimum standards common to all Member
States for protecting workers from health and
safety risks associated with excessive or
inappropriate
inadequate time for rest and recovery from

working hours, and with
work. Over the last twenty years, fundamental
changes have occurred in the world of work
and the economy, which have had a clear
impact on many aspects of the organisation

of working time.

The Commission has therefore launched a
comprehensive review of the Working Time
Directive. The objective is to analyse what
changes to the current legal framework would
possibly be needed to arrive at working time
rules which best meet the needs of workers,
businesses, public services and consumers
across the EU.
