Even when no explicit strategy is available,
guidelines or visions for the city’s internal
engagement are embedded in other strategies
or acknowledged explicitly by city councils
(what is termed here as “partial strategy”),
With up to 36% of UK cities having some form
of partial international engagement approach.
More generally, the average number of twins
among the ten Core Cities (an advocacy group
formed of ten of the largest and most
economically active cities in the UK outside
the Greater London Area, including
Manchester, Glasgow, Birmingham, Liverpool
and Leeds) and London is 7. However, it is
important to note that UK cities are moving

towards more  strategic and topical
partnerships or broader-scale multi-city

The European Parliament issues
recommendations on the future
cross—border cooperation

The Committee on Regional Development of
the European Parliament recently adopted an
own-initiative report by Iskra MIHAYLOVA
(ADLE, BG) on European Territorial
Cooperation (ETC) - best practices and
innovative measures. The report noted that
the ETC budget of EUR 10.1 billion represents
2.8 % of the cohesion policy budget, does not
match the great challenges that ETC has to
meet, and does not reflect the high level of its
European added value. However, transnational
cooperation has helped in terms of
supporting research, innovation and the
knowledge economy, adapting to climate
change, and promoting sustainable transport
and mobility through transnational
approaches, and has contributed to
enhancing institutional capacity; has allowed
cities and regions to cooperate on a variety of
issues and themes, involving exchange of
experience and good practices, and that this
has improved the effectiveness of many
regional and local policies.

While welcoming the simplified EGTC
Regulation (Regulation (EU) No 1302/2013),
Members stressed that this regulation is not
sufficient to overcome all existing legal
obstacles to cross-border cooperation.

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Building Resilient Cities key to
tackling effects of climate change

Cities across Europe must step up their
adaptation efforts if they are to handle the
increasingly complex challenges caused by

climate change such as more extreme
flooding or prolonged heatwaves. A European
Environment Agency (EEA) report recently
published stresses the benefits of investing in
long-term preventive measures that cities
should take to improve their resilience.

The EEA report ‘Urban adaptation to climate
change in Europe 2016 - transforming cities
in a changing climate’ provides an in-depth
overview of actions that urban planners and
policymakers can take to help lessen the
impact of climate change. The report outlines
the changes and socio-economic challenges
cities face due to climate change, and the
possible consequences. It analyses the
approaches cities can take to adaptation and
explains  that
incremental adaptation measures alone will
not be enough to mitigate the threats.
According to the report, 100 cities, including
Copenhagen, Rotterdam, Barcelona, Bologna
and Bratislava, have already started to look at
their vulnerability to climate change. They
have developed plans and strategies and
started implementing them.

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Critical Success Factors for Pioneering
Cities and Regions

In a recent Committee of the Regions
publication, the critical success factors for
pioneering Cities & Regions are termed as
such:

(a) Vision: the Region’s reason to pioneer, and
its driver for change. All pioneering regions
and cities should have a vision, which may
refer to any of the following: Open Innovation
2.0; realizing smart specialisation strategies
in practice; attractiveness; sustainability/
climate (economic, social and ecological
sustainability); circular economy.

(b) Policy model: How policies are developed
and implemented to support pioneering
activities in the region.

(c) Resources: Use and development of both
tangible and intangible resources which allow
the region or city to provide an attractive and
prosperous environment for business and
citizens: this includes talent, knowledge, and
social capital as well as money.

(d) Actors: Active participants engaged in
activities to create better quality of life,
making eff ective use of strong networks and
social capital (which is defined by the OECD
as “networks with shared norms, values and
understandings that facilitate co-operation
within or among groups”).

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The Impact of the Refugee Crisis on
Local Public Social Services in Europe

A new publication by the ESN (The European
Social Network) has delved deeper into the
impact that the refugee crisis has had on local
public services and their communities across
Europe. The results of the ESN questionnaire
among its own members, reflected that the
refugee crisis impacted some states more
than others. While social services in most
parts of Europe have not been affected,
several countries have struggled to provide
for the unexpected rise in the number of
people requiring public services. The ESN
publication reports that the lack of qualified
staff had an impact on organisation
questioned in the survey. In order to face new
challenges that have appeared due to the
refugee crisis, training, information and
financial support have become commonly
heard requests. While many organisations
have tried to set up new services, the report
mentions that respondents felt that their
country/region did not have a coherent
enough strategy in place to respond to the
crisis. Responses as described in the report
also show mixed feelings towards the crisis.

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The ESN publication mentions housing and

the great number of unaccompanied minors
as two straining issues. Housing conditions
and availability tend to vary widely among EU
countries. Unaccompanied minors pose a
serious challenge due to their need for
education, healthcare, child support and
again, housing. In general, approaches
towards the refugee crisis tend to vary,
especially when it comes to housing
conditions, access to healthcare and
accessibility of the labour market

Several local approaches such as in the
Netherlands and Sweden have been focused
on letting refugees feel welcome. Both
countries have seen examples of a buddy
programme, where a volunteer supports a
refugee in getting used to its new
surroundings. In general though, the ESN
publication mentions the lack of both a
coherent and coordinated strategy in every
public policy area and an integrated services
approach to address the arrival and
integration of the refugees. This also shows
that a stronger EU-wide approach could have
led to a more supportive ground to welcome
and integrate refugees. As is, social services
are not always adequately prepared and
supported to aid in the refugee crisis.

Looking ahead, the ESN expects that housing,
language
unaccompanied minors and information

barriers, services for

services (for receiving parties) will remain

challenging issues.

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The post-2020 Cohesion Policy

According to the Notre Europe-Jacques Delors
Institute, the Cohesion Policy had not been
able to prevent the economic crisis from
wiping out the gains from the economic
convergence achieved in several European
regions and Member States since 2000, and
the inadequate amounts at stake mean that it
cannot constitute a genuine redistribution

policy.

Consequently, it is necessary for the post-
2020 cohesion policy to base a substantial
part of the allocation of funds (in the order of
30 %), not on GDP per capita but on the
European Social Progress Index (EU-SPI); to
priorities by
accommodating more objectives related to
the inclusion of young people, preventing

exclusion, enhancing resilience, improved
living conditions, participatory democracy and
social innovation, and creativity through the
use of digital technology; to reinforce and
consolidate the use of integrated territorial
development tools by making them
mandatory; to promote territorial competition
as a method of implementing regional
investment programmes between urban and
rural districts, coastal and mountainous areas
and local authorities, in addition to
constituting a specific objective.

Since 2011, DG REGIO and the Inter-American
Development Bank (IDB) support a network
under the name of URBELAC (Urban European
and Latin American and Caribbean cities).

Competitive Cities: A Local Solution to
a Global Lack of Growth and Jobs

A new World Bank Group report analyzes what
makes a city competitive. Competitive cities
have several common traits. Using data from
2005 to 2012, the report found the following
shared characteristics:

e Accelerated economic growth - The
top 10 percent of cities achieved 13.5
percent annual gross domestic
product (GDP) per capita growth,
compared with 4.7 percent in an
average city;

e Qutstanding job growth - The top 10
percent of cities achieved 9.2 percent
annual job growth, while the
remaining 90 percent only achieved
1.9 percent.

e Increased incomes and productivity -
The top 10 percent of cities increased
the average disposable income of their
households by 9.8 percent annually.

e Magnets for foreign direct investment
(FDI) -The top 5 percent of cities
obtained as much FDI as the bottom
95 percent of cities combined.

While there is no single recipe for becoming a
competitive city, common patterns of high
economic performance emerge. These traits
can guide other cities that are designing and
implementing their own economic
development strategies.
