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Between February and March 1986 the number of registered unemployed in the 
Community of Twelve had decreased by 273,000 of which 75X were men and 25X 
women. Registered unemployment at the end of March therefore stood at 
16. 4 million. 

The reduction at Community level, representing 1.6X of the total number of 
registered unemployed is also reflected, to varying degrees, in each of 
the countries except Italy and Portugal where registered unemployment 
increased very slightly. 

In the Federal Republic of Germany and Denmark, the decrease is far more 
marked among men <-7 .6X and -12.0X) than among women <-2.8X and -3.8X); 
this also applies to a lesser degree in France, the Netherlands, Belgium 
and Ireland. However, the number of registered unemployed women has 
increased by about 1X both in Spain and Portugal. 

In most countries, all or an important part of the decrease must be 
attributed to seasonal factors: as far as figures seasonally adjusted by 
the National Statistical Services are available, they show a slight 
increase in France, the United Kingdom and Ireland, they remain stable in 
the Federal Republic of Germany and show only a slight decrease in the 
Netherlands. 

The tendency for young registered unemployed less than 25 years old is 
similar to that observed for total registered unemployment. In the 
Community of Twelve, their part in the total number of registered 
unemployed is in March estimated to be 37X. 
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Changes in the national legislation and administrative procedures 
in Member States 

Federal Republic of Germany 

A new Law aimed at faciLitating workers aged 58 years and over to Leave 
working Life has been in force since January 1986. The eff.ects of this Law 
have become visible for the first time in March. 18.400 workers have taken 
advantage of it and are therefore no Longer included in the registered 
unemployed. 

United Kingdom 

As from February 1986 the count of the registered unemployed for the U.K. 
takes place three weeks rather than one week after the specified reference 
date. This excludes an estimated average of 50.000 previously overcounted 
records of claimants who have already ceased to be unemployed by the count 
date.

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E X P L A N A T 0 R Y N 0 T E S 

This bulletin is based on national data of numbers of persons registered as unemployed at public employment offices. 
The data given are standardized to the greatest extent possible at the present time and may differ in some cases from 
those normally used by the individual countries. Differing national legislation and administrative procedures in the 
Member States prevent the establishment of fully comparable unemployment figures. The data should therefore be used 
only for analysis and the identification of trends and are not suitable for inter-country comparisons of absolute 
levels of unemployment. 

In principle, registered unemployed are persons without a job who are seeking work as employees and are immediately 
available for work. Workers on short time for economic or meteorological reasons are excluded. 

The following national series are used: 

FEDERAL REPUBLIC OF GERMANY Unemployed persons registered at public employment offices and seeking work as employees 
for at least 19 hours per week; series provided by the Bundesanstalt fuer Arbeit. 

FRANCE Unemployed persons registered at the Agence de l'Emploi and seeking permanent full-time 
employment (demandeurs de categorie 1>. Series provided by the Ministere des Affaires 
Sociales et de la Solidarite Nationale. 

ITALY Unemployed persons entered in classes I and II of the unemployment registers <liste di 
collocamento> of the Ministero del Lavoro e della Previdenza Sociale. Housewives seeking 
their first job and persons supported in full or in part by the Cassa Integrazione 
Guadagni are therefore excluded. 

NETHERLANDS Persons registered at employment offices and seeking work of more than 20 hours per week 
(werklozen>; series provided by the Ministerie van Sociale Zaken. 

BELGIUM All persons in the following categories registered at employment offices: wholly 
unemployed persons in receipt of benefit,other unemployed persons compulsorily 
registered and voluntarily registered persons without work. Series provided by the 
Office National de l'Emploi. 

LUXEMBOURG Unemployed persons registered at employment offices and seeking work as employees for at 
least 20 hours per week; series provided by the Administration de l'Emploi. 

UNITED KINGDOM Persons seeking full-time work and claiming unemployment benefit because they are out of 
work; series provided by the Department of Employment. 

IRELAND Claimants for unemployment benefit, applicants for unemployment assistance and others 
seeking work who are registered with the employment services of the Department of 
Social Welfare. Excluded are persons seeking part-time employment; series provided by 
the Central Statistics Office. 

DENMARK Persons seeking full-time or part-time employment, whether or not they are members of an 
unemployment insurance fund; series provided by Danmarks Statistik. 

GREECE Persons registered at employment offices (OAED); series provided by the Ministry of 
Labour. The Greek registration and benefit system for unemployed persons differs 
considerably from that in other Community countries so that, even if the different 
employment structure in Greece is taken into account, the number of persons registered 
as unemployed does not reflect the true level of unemployment. 

SPAIN Unemployed persons registered at public employment offices and seeking work as employees 
for 20 hours or more per week; series provided by the Instituto Nacional de Empleo. 

PORTUGAL Persons registered at public employment offices who are available for work within 30 
days after registration; series provided by the Instituto de Emprego e Format;ao Pro­
fissional. 

The national data published are absolute figures without seasonal adjustment. For the chart, community data are sea­
sonally adjusted according to the EUROSTAT method (DAINTIES>.
