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In 1982/83 the estimated total number of pupils and students in the Community 
continued to fall and at 58 million was more than 3 million below the peak in 1976/77. 
The demographic reasons for this drop were considered in Statistical Bulletin N°l-1984; 
suffice it to say now that the effect continued in 1982/83 with overall reductions in 
all Member States except in Ireland, where there was a small increase, and Greece, for 
which data are not yet available. A continuing trend of a similar nature can be expect­
ed in the near future. 

As was found in the previous year, the fall in numbers is attributable to the de­
clining numbers of the indigenous population of school age. In all countries able to 
report the total numbers, the number of foreign pupils and students continued to rise, 
except for a small fall in the United Kingdom. In Luxembourg the foreign proportion 
was almost 30 per cent. 

Comparison of the fields of study of third level students with the position 11/12 
years earlier shows a number of changes. At Community level the most noticeable is a 
decline in the proportion of students undergoing teacher training and educational 
science, which has halved, representing a fall of about one quarter in absolute num­
bers. Small reductions in proportions, but increases in absolute numbers, are found 
in students of humanities and natural sciences. Notable increases are in studies of 
social science and fine arts and to a lesser extent in médecine. There is consider­
able variation between countries in the subjects chosen for study, for details see 
Table 8.

LUXEMBOURG 
Statistics of education published by EUROSTAT in the past have included 
for Luxembourg the Luxembourgish students pursuing their studies abroad, 
these students also being counted in the countries where they studied. 
In this bulletin only students studying within the territory of the coun­
try are included, as in the case with all other Member States. This change 
of practice accounts for the apparent reduction in the number of students 
at the higher levels in Luxembourg in comparison with earlier publications. 
The small number of 3rd level students in Luxembourg is due to the absence 
of a conventional university in the country, the inhabitants pursuing their 
studies elsewhere. The latter numbered 1,461 (including 430 women) in 1970/ 
71 and 2,372 (including 837 women) in 1981/82.
